The first phase of the front entrance enhancement project is scheduled to start in the very near future.    The first 
phase will include the removal of the rotten wood fencing and some overgrown landscaping.   New architectural brick 
walls will replace the fence.    New landscaping beds, signage, and lighting will be incorporated into the project.   The

Streetlight Update – 
 

Good news from the Ouachita Parish Police Jury.  The 
OPPJ has finally agreed to establish a new street lighting 
ŘƛǎǘǊƛŎǘ ŦƻǊ CǊŜƴŎƘƳŀƴΩǎ .ŜƴŘΧ  if the residents of 
CǊŜƴŎƘƳŀƴΩǎ .ŜƴŘ vote it in.    
 

We have not yet been given a specific ballot date, but it 
looks like it will be on the spring ballot. 
 

When the issue does finally go to a vote, only the 
affected  ǊŜǎƛŘŜƴǘǎ ƛƴ CǊŜƴŎƘƳŀƴΩǎ .ŜƴŘ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ ǾƻǘƛƴƎ 
on the lighting district.   It is very important that you 
place YOUR vote.   It is your chance to make your voice 
heard on this issue.

Neighborhood Park Update -   
 

As most residents are aware, we are in great need of

The latest news on the construction of the 
new elementary school near the corner of 
Hwy. 165 and Hwy. 134 is that the layout of 
the school has been revised to meet the 
states construction requirements.

directly off of Hwy. 165 next to the Marion 
State Bank.  Vehicles and buses will enter at 
that point.   Upgrades to that intersection will 
be made, and will most likely include a future 
traffic signal.     
 
With this revision, school traffic should not 
further congest the intersection of Hwy. 
165/134, or Hwy 134 near the fire station.  
 

The state has future plans to upgrade the 
intersection of Hwy. 165/134 to better 
accommodate current traffic, and traffic from 
future growth in the area.
